[title] When you write for a class…. what audience do you have in mind?
David Sherman:  I’ve never even thought about that question.  I didn’t know you were supposed to think about who you’re writing for. I just write.  They give you a topic and you write. 

[title] Who is your audience?
Luisa Matalucci:  It’s always the teacher.

Yishi Chen: My professor.
John Garry:   If I’m writing in a class, after you  write the first paper, you get a feel for the style of the teacher and the style that they like
Liz McElligott:  You basically give them what they want.  And they tell you not to, but it affects your grade, so obviously--

[title] Can you imagine a reader who isn’t your instructor?
Ashley Harris: It’s always been about who’s going to read it more so than a specific person reading it, which makes it a little broader in terms of what I’m writing and what I’m thinking about when I’m writing.
 [title] What do those readers need from you?

Apeksha Vanjani: The only thing that really bothers me about writing for somebody else, is trying to figure out what they want. What do you want from me, is basically what I'm always thinking about.
[title] How should you talk to them?

William Murray:. If I'm with my friends, there are certain liberties I would take with language. If I'm talking to a professor, you know, not that I try to sound intelligent, but, you know, I'm much more aware, you know, of how I speak. 

Isaias Lima: I’m learning that I have to write for my peers, for my equals, for people like me.
